KEY NOTE SPEAKERS

Lawrence Wasden is Idaho’s 32nd 
Attorney General.  He was elected to his 
second term on November 7, 2006.  
Attorney General Wasden is an 18-year 
veteran of the Office of the Attorney 
General.  He previously served as Chief 
of Staff to the Attorney General, Deputy 
Chief of Staff and as a Deputy Attorney 
General representing the Idaho State 
Tax Commission.  He also served as a 

Deputy Prosecuting Attorney in Canyon County and 
Prosecuting Attorney in Owyhee County.   

Wade Grant is a Senior Instructor with 
the Department of Homeland Security in 
the computer & Financial Investigations 
(CFI) Branch of the Federal Law Enforce-
ment Training Center.  He is the Assistant 
Program coordinator for both the Seized 
Computer Evidence Recovery Specialist 
(SCERS) and Digital Evidence Acquisition 
Specialist Training (DEASTP) Programs.  
Mr. Grant has served as a Senior 

instructor with AccessData Corporation, a Computer Crime 
Specialist with the National White Collar Crime Center 
(NW3C), instructed as an Adjunct Professor with the Florida 
Department of Law Enforcement and the Chief Forensic 
Computer Auditor at the Georgia Bureau of Investigations.

Jared Olson is Idaho’s first Traffic Safety 
Resource Prosecutor (TSRP) and is 
employed by the Idaho Prosecuting 
Attorneys Association (IPAA) through a 
grant funded by the Idaho Transporta-
tion Department. He is a national 
speaker on topics related to traffic 
crimes to include effective use of 
today’s technology to successfully 
investigate, prosecute and monitor 

offenders in the community.  His past work experience in 
the criminal justice system includes emergency 
dispatcher, police officer, law clerk and prosecutor. He has 
a Criminal Justice Master’s Degree from the University of 
Cincinnati and a Juris Doctorate from the University of 
Idaho.
